THE IMPORTANCE OF PUNCTUALITY 

The time to arrive at Church is before the service starts. 
If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy begins, try to enter 
the Church quietly and observe what is happening. If the 
Epistle or Gospel is being read or the little or Great 
Entrance is taking place, wait until it is finished to quickly 
find a seat. If Father is giving the sermon, stay in the back 
until he has concluded. Try not to interrupt the Liturgy 
by your entrance. The best way to avoid this situation is 
to arrive on time. 

LEAVING BEFORE DISMISSAL 

Leaving church before dismissal deprives us of a blessing. 
Worship has a beginning "Blessed is the Kingdom..." and an 
end "Let us depart in peace..." To leave immediately after 
Communion is to treat the church like a restaurant where 
we come and go as we please.

In thy birth-giving, O Theotokos, thou didst keep and preserve 
virginity; and in thy falling-asleep thou hast not forsaken the 
world; for living thou wast translated, being the Mother of 
Life. Wherefore, by thine intercessions, deliver our souls from 
death. 

Kontakion of the Presentation of Christ in Tone 1: 

Thou, O Christ God, Who by Thy Birth, didst sanctify the Virgin’s 
womb, and, as is meet, didst bless Simeon’s arms, and didst also 
come to save us; preserve Thy fold in wars, and confirm them 
whom Thou didst love, for Thou alone art the Lover of mankind.

(for the Saint) 

The saints shall be joyful in glory. Sing unto 
the Lord a new song. 

The Reading from the Second Epistle of St. 
Paul to the Corinthians. (4:6-15) 

Brethren, it is the God Who said, “Let light hine out of 
darkness,” Who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the 
knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ. But we 
have this treasure in earthen vessels, to show that the 
transcendent power belongs to God and not to us. We are 
afflicted in every way, but not crushed; perplexed, but not 
driven to despair; persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, 
but not destroyed; always carrying in the body the death of 
Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be manifested in our 
bodies. While we live we are always being given up to death for 
Jesus’ sake, so that the life of Jesus may be manifested in our 
mortal flesh. So death is at work in us, but life in you. Since 
we have the same spirit of faith as he had who wrote, “I believed, 
and so I spoke,” we too believe, and so we speak, knowing that 
He Who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and 
bring us with you into His presence. For it is all for your sake, 
so that as grace extends to more and more people it may increase 
thanksgiving, to the glory of God.
