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THE EPISTLE

Their voice has gone out into all the earth.

The Reading from the Acts of the Holy Apostles. (2:1-11)

When the day of Pentecost had come, the apostles were all together
in one place. And suddenly a sound came from heaven like the rush
of a mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.
And there appeared to them tongues as of fire, distributed and
resting on each one of them. And they were all filled with the Holy
Spirit, and began to speak in different tongues, as the Spirit gave
them utterance.

On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and
proclaimed, “If anyone thirst, let him come to Me and drink.
He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, ‘Out of his
belly shall flow rivers of living water.” Now this He said
about the Spirit, which those who believed in Him were to
receive; for as yet the Spirit had not been given, because
Jesus was not yet glorified. When they heard these words,
many of the people said, “This is really the prophet.” Others
said, “This is the Christ.” But some said, “Is the Christ to
come from Galilee? Has not the Scripture said that the
Christ is descended from David, and comes from
Bethlehem, the village where David was?”
